	Learning Experiences

Introduction:
Have students quietly seated at front of class and website up and running or most suitable version of story to read.

Clearly explain the purpose of lesson to students:
Read/view story, discuss characters and imagine other ways the story could have ended, or what could happen next (ask open and closed questions to promote thought and discussion – was it a good idea to go into the  house? Was it safe? How did baby bear feel about his food been eaten and chair been broken? How would you feel if someone ate your food?)  
Followed by making use of character masks to re-enact chosen parts of the story in sequential order. 

Main body:
Clearly instruct students to be quietly seated and complete worksheet (draw a picture as creatively as they like and create own ending to story, focusing on correct use of upper case and lower case letters with their own ending to the story) students use journals to check alphabet, spelling words and upper/lower case letters - 15 minutes 
Students grouped accordingly, provide masks and let children imagine being given/chosen characters (anecdotal notes on cooperation and group work) – 10 minutes
Students re-enact chosen parts of story in sequential order (lead this part of the lesson with a student centered approach and by example with use of mask, provide students with a comfortable and safe environment to take risks and express themselves) focus on embodied learning throughout  – 15 minutes

Closure & Transition to next lesson:
Instruct students to return to desks quietly, put everything away except for worksheets (for assessment) and masks, reflect on the story, characters and discuss how it felt to re-enact parts of the story focusing on the need for sequence.
Inform students of next lesson: focus on Visual Arts by creating own masks with any identity (example: new character they would introduce in the story or one from the story) and re-enacting their own endings. Incorporate music or dance for use with masks.
